Homestay: Students should arrive on the designated Saturday at YVR Vancouver 

International Airport. Students will   depart two or three weeks later from their 

time of arrival on the designated Saturday.  

Each student will be placed with a pre-screened, pre-qualified and safe Homestay 

family. Each Homestay family will be English speaking and will provide the student 

with there own bedroom. 

Each day the student will receive 3 meals, plus snacks as appropriate, including a 

bagged lunch on all school days.

An optional one day excursion to the capital city of the province, Victoria, BC, located on Vancouver Island. An 

additional $80 fee is estimated for this trip.

The city of Chilliwack is located in the eastern part of the Fraser Valley. The city is nestled between the 
coastal mountains, the Fraser River and the boarder of the US of A. The Fraser Valley is 100 miles long and 
60 mile wide. At the western end of the Fraser Valley there is the city of Vancouver and to the eastern end of 

the Valley is the city of Hope. Hope is the gateway into the Rocky 
Mountains. Chilliwack is 1 hour and 30 minutes drive from down town 
Vancouver.  
 
Chilliwack is a great city to live in. The city combines the luxuries of 
both city and rural life. Surrounding the city are various types of farms 
and ranches such as dairy, chicken, pig, horse and bison. A large portion 
of the land surrounding the city is also used for growing various fruits 

and vegetables. The residential areas are placed in the valley and on the mountain slopes presenting 
awesome views of the snow capped mountains, the Fraser River and the activities of daily life in the city. 
 
Surrounding the city are countless opportunities for recreation and sports. There are lakes, rivers and water 
parks for water sports of all kinds as well as mountain trails that rise to the mountain peaks that take your 
breath away. 
 
Chilliwack began through the influence of the gold rush era as a stop over and rest area. The city has 
developed from a modest river crossing town to a major city that boasts all the amenities of any large city 
with country fresh air and sites.  
 
Chilliwack is becoming a multi cultural city with the opening of the World University at Vedder Crossing.
